Scholarships are a smart way to fund your study.
Many are available and they’re based on a variety of
criteria. Always read the scholarship regulations to
see if you are eligible for selection.

Depending on the scholarship, you may need
to provide the following supporting documents
with your application: a personal statement, an
academic reference and a character reference.

Make sure you have a current CV available to
include with your reference if needed. This should
list your accomplishments, awards and leadership
positions.

You should apply for every scholarship you're
eligible for and if you're considering more than one
university apply for scholarships at each of them.

If you're of Maori descent, make sure you check to
see if your iwi offers education scholarships.

Many places offer scholarships, not just universities.
Check out the Ministry of Education, the Ministry for
Pacific Peoples, the Public Trust and the Universities
New Zealand website.

You can also use some databases to search for
scholarships: Maori Education Trust, StudySpy,
MoneyHub and Generosity New Zealand's givME.
